INDECENT ACT IN SOUTH HURON UNDER INVESTIGATION 
Suspect To Identify 

(SOUTH HURON, ON) – Huron County Ontario Provincial Police (OPP) is investigating an indecent 
act that took place in South Huron during the early evening of Thursday July 27th. 
On Thursday July 27th, 2023, at 7:15 p.m. an adult female was walking a dog on South Road in the 
Municipality of South Huron when a light-coloured sedan or sport utility vehicle (SUV) drove up to and 
stopped near the female. The male suspect was alone in their vehicle and honked the horn to get the 
female’s attention. The suspect made inappropriate requests to the female while exposing himself, 
committing an indecent act. The victim was not injured during the interaction. The suspect then drove 
away and was last seen travelling southbound on Goshen Line, toward North Middlesex County.  
A composite sketch was later completed, and the Huron OPP is requesting assistance from the public 
to identify this individual.
